The incidence rates for both breast and prostate 
cancer have increased, likely because of more aware-

ness, which has led to much earlier diagnosis and 
lower mortality.
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LUNG CANCER IN MEN AND WOMEN

Women didn’t start smoking in big numbers until the 
1950s and 1960s, and smoking among men started 
falling sooner than it did among women. If you get 

lung cancer, your chances of survival are very small.

Below is a look at the mortality from cancer by type for an entire year and their percentage of total, and a further breakdown into those affecting males and females.

Every hour of every day an average of 20 Canadians are diagnosed with cancer, and every hour of every day eight Canadians die from cancer.

Wide variation in incidence rates between provinces may be due to differences in the number of people who receive tests for the disease, or have an environmental reason.
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Colorectal cancer is the second leading cause of cancer 
death in Canadians. Five-year relative survival is at 
63%, an improvement of eight percentage points over 

a similar period a dozen years earlier.
