Note that these tours are occasional, and usually involve groups as they want to minimize the disruptions to scientists like Doug Hallman, and the staff and mining personnel.  I have attached my recent email to Dr. Hallman (we have since talked over the phone).  

Travel - plane connections, hotel, car rentals

Flights, airlines –  I’ve attached itineraries generate by Travelocity for Wednesday 12May04 from Toronto, but strangely it only shows flights that go through Ottawa.  Worse, note that these invariably have a flight from Ottawa on a turboprop – but in the past there were flights by jet airliners so that still may be the case.  You had mentioned some discomfort with small aircraft!  I am certain that there are direct flights from Toronto (which may be more convenient if you are flying from Germany to Detroit).  I don’t have time right now to look more closely – but that is likely available through your travel agent.

Hotel -  I’ve printed out the list of Sudbury hotels.  I usually stay at the cheaper inns while on government travel (such as the Comfort inn etc), but occasionally stay at the Howard Johnston or even the Holiday Inn (but I’m not sure about the latter). V I’ve crossed out the daily rates for these hotels as they are confidential Canadian federal government rates that we are not supposed to disclose/ distribute.  I expect that non-government rates would be in the 100 to 150 $Cdn per night (cheaper at the motels).

Car –rentals -  This won’t be necessary if I arrive before you in Sudbury (I can give you a lift from the airport, or a taxi can be taken).  However, it may be handy to have the information anyways.

Dr. Jozef Stachulak 

Dr. Stachulak is the Chief Mines Ventilation engineer for INCO.  You’ll note that I’ve mentioned him in my email to Dr. Hallman of LaurentianU, and that is because if all else fails, Dr. Stachulak can possibly help to get us in (no guarantee).  He also expressed interest in visiting SNO with me a couple of years ago, and would be an interesting person for you to meet (he is very focused on his job – massive mine ventilation systems.  Note that I cannot say to Dr. Hallman that this is any kind of “official” business for Natural Resources Canada as it does not directly relate to my responsibilities not the focus and priorities of my organization (it is very interesting to me, though!).

A warning, though, Joe used to be a Polish artillery captain in his younger days (he is perhaps 50-56 years old now, and has lived several decades in Canada) – so I don’t know if you’re comfortable with that <grin>!!
